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Fifteen variations on a single theme

“Fifteen variations on a single theme” is a work of concrete art™! created by Max Bill between 1935 and 1938. The
original was published in booklet format by a publishing company in Paris and all titles and introductions were
written in French. Based on a single theme (original drawing) *? as the nucleus of an idea, 3 keywords “continuity” ,
“development” and “evolution” served as the inspiration for the 15 variations. The original drawing consists of an
equilateral triangle from which one side becomes part of square. The shape transitions from the squate to a pentagon,
to a hexagon, to a heptagon, and finally to an octagon. The entire drawing is a spiral graphic creating from a single
line. Following self-imposed molding rules (the order in which dots or lines are drawn, etc.), he created the 15
variations by applying graphical arrangements.

*1 concrete art

Concrete artistic expression focuses solely on matters of form. The utter elimination of emotional expression, the concrete art form is unique for its empha-

sis on objective appearance and mathematical structure. Famous works include those by Josef Albers.
